Opening Sentence: Christ has entered, not into a sanctuary made with hands, a copy of the true one, 
but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God on our behalf. Hebrews 9:24 

Confession of Sin   (Optional during the great 50 days of Easter) 
 The Officiant says to the people  
Dearly beloved, we have come together in the presence of Almighty God our heavenly Father, to set 
forth his praise, to hear his holy Word, and to ask, for ourselves and on behalf of others, those things 
that are necessary for our life and our salvation. And so that we may prepare ourselves in heart and 
mind to worship him, let us kneel in silence, and with penitent and obedient hearts confess our sins, 
that we may obtain forgiveness by his infinite goodness and mercy. 

Silence is kept. Officiant and People together, all kneeling 

Almighty and most merciful Father,  
we have erred and strayed from your ways like lost sheep.  
We have followed too much the devices and desires of our own hearts.  
We have offended against your holy laws.  
We have left undone those things which we ought to have done, 
and we have done those things which we ought not to have done;  
and apart from your grace, there is no health in us.  
O Lord, have mercy upon us. Spare all those who confess their faults.  
Restore all those who are penitent, according to your promises  
declared to all people in Christ Jesus our Lord.  
And grant, O most merciful Father,  
for his sake, that we may now live a godly, righteous, and sober life,  
to the glory of your holy Name. Amen. 

The Priest alone stands and says  

Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen you 
in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in eternal life. Amen. 

 A deacon or lay person using the preceding form remains kneeling, and substitutes “us” for “you” and 
“our” for “your.”

Officiant  Lord, open our lips.

Alleluia. Christ our Passover has been sacrificed for us; *  

therefore let us keep the feast, 

Not with the old leaven, the leaven of malice and evil, *  

but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.  Alleluia.  

 

Christ being raised from the dead will never die again; *  

death no longer has dominion over him.  

The death that he died, he died to sin, once for all; *  

but the life he lives, he lives to God.  

So also consider yourselves dead to sin, * 

and alive to God in Jesus Christ our Lord.   Alleluia.  

 

Christ has been raised from the dead, * 

the first fruits of those who have fallen asleep.  

For since by a man came death, * 

by a man has come also the resurrection of the dead.  

For as in Adam all die, *

He was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit  
and born of the Virgin Mary.  
He suffered under Pontius Pilate,  
was crucified, died, and was buried.  
He descended to the dead.  
On the third day he rose again.  
He ascended into heaven,  
and is seated at the right hand of the Father.  
He will come again to judge the living and the dead.

Officiant  Let us pray.  

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy Name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as 
it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who 
trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, 
and the power, and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen.

V. Show us your mercy, O Lord; 
R. And grant us your salvation. 
V. Clothe your ministers with righteousness;

Second Sunday of Easter  
Almighty and everlasting God, who in the Paschal mystery established the new covenant of 
reconciliation: Grant that all who have been reborn into the fellowship of Christ’s Body may show forth 
in their lives what they profess by their faith; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with 
you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.  
 
Third Sunday of Easter  
O God, whose blessed Son made himself known to his disciples in the breaking of bread: Open the eyes 
of our faith, that we may behold him in all his redeeming work; who lives and reigns with you, in the 
unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen.  
 
Fourth Sunday of Easter  
O God, whose Son Jesus is the good shepherd of your people: Grant that when we hear his voice we 
may know him who calls us each by name, and follow where he leads; who, with you and the Holy Spirit, 
lives and reigns, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.  
 
Fifth Sunday of Easter  
Almighty God, whom truly to know is everlasting life: Grant us so perfectly to know your Son Jesus Christ 
to be the way, the truth, and the life, that we may steadfastly follow his steps in the way that leads to 
eternal life; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, who lives and reigns with you, in the unity of the 
Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.  
 
Sixth Sunday of Easter  
O God, you have prepared for those who love you such good things as surpass our understanding: Pour 
into our hearts such love towards you, that we, loving you in all things and above all things, may obtain 
your promises, which exceed all that we can desire; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns 
with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.  
 
Ascension Day  
Almighty God, whose blessed Son our Savior Jesus Christ ascended far above all heavens that he might 
fill all things: Mercifully give us faith to perceive that, according to his promise, he abides with his 
Church on earth, even to the end of the ages; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with 
you and the Holy Spirit, one God, in glory everlasting. Amen.  
 
Seventh Sunday of Easter: The Sunday after Ascension Day  
O God, the King of glory, you have exalted your only Son Jesus Christ with great triumph to your 
kingdom in heaven: Do not leave us comfortless, but send us your Holy Spirit to strengthen us, and exalt 
us to that place where our Savior Christ has gone before; who lives and reigns with you and the Holy 
Spirit, one God, in glory everlasting. Amen.  
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A Collect for Mondays: Renewal of Life  
O God, the King eternal, whose light divides the day from the night and turns the shadow of death into 
the morning: Drive far from us all wrong desires, incline our hearts to keep your law, and guide our feet 
into the way of peace; that, having done your will with cheerfulness during the day, we may, when night 
comes, rejoice to give you thanks; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

A Collect for Tuesdays: Peace  
O God, the author of peace and lover of concord, to know you is eternal life and to serve you is perfect 
freedom: Defend us, you humble servants, in all assaults of our enemies; that we, surely trusting in your 
defense, may not fear the power of any adversaries; through the might of Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

A Collect for Wednesdays: Grace  
Lord God, almighty and everlasting Father, you have brought us in safety to this new day: Preserve us 
with your mighty power, that we may not fall into sin, nor be overcome by adversity; and in all we do, 
direct us to the fulfilling of your purpose; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

A Collect for Thursdays: Guidance  
Heavenly Father, in you we live and move and have our being: We humbly pray you so to guide and 
govern us by your Holy Spirit, that in all the cares and occupations of our life we may not forget you, but 
may remember that we are ever walking in your sight; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  
 
A Collect for Fridays  
Almighty God, whose most dear Son went not up to joy but first he suffered pain, and entered not into 
glory before he was crucified: Mercifully grant that we, walking in the way of the cross, may find it none 
other than the way of life and peace; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord. Amen.  

A Collect for Mission 
Lord Jesus Christ, you stretched out your arms of love on the hard wood of the cross that everyone 
might come within the reach of your saving embrace: So clothe us in your Spirit that we, reaching forth 
our hands in love, may bring those who do not know you to the knowledge and love of you; for the 
honor of your Name. Amen.  
 
Here we pray for those on our prayer list, those who have died and invite additional prayers and 
thanksgivings.  
A Prayer of St. Chrysostom  
Almighty God, you have given us grace at this time with one accord to make our common supplication to 
you; and you have promised through your well-beloved Son that when two or three are gathered 
together in his Name you will be in the midst of them: Fulfill now, O Lord, our desires and petitions as 
may be best for us; granting us in this world knowledge of your truth, and in the age to come life 
everlasting. Amen.
